1. All entrants to any The Radio Group contest both imply and agree to participate in the contests and obey the rules by their participation in the contest.

2. A copy of these rules is available during business hours at The Radio Group studios, 3905 Progress Blvd. Peru, IL 61354.

3. All prizes must be accepted as awarded. Prizes are non-exchangeable, non-transferable, and are not redeemable for cash or other prizes. If the prize is awarded by participating businesses, The Radio Group is not responsible in the event that the business is unable to award the prize for any reason.  In certain cases, if the prize is unavailable, and no participating business is involved, THE RADIO GROUP may choose to substitute a prize of similar value. 

4. Inability of winners to accept the prizes will result in forfeiture. Certain prizes may require winner to be 18 years of age or older, and a legal resident of Illinois, or have signed permission of parent or legal guardian to accept the prize.

5. Employees of The Radio Group, its affiliated companies, their advertising agencies, contest sponsors, employees of other radio stations, and immediate family members living in the same household are not eligible to enter or win. Additionally, persons who live outside THE RADIO GROUP market area are not eligible to enter or win.

13. Winner agrees to indemnify and hold forever harmless THE RADIO GROUP, promotion agencies their agents, officers, employees, affiliates and assigns for any injuries, accidents, misfortunes, or causes of action arising from or in connection with participation in any contest and/or acceptance of the prize.  THE RADIO GROUP assumes no liability for situations, repairs, or incidents arising from any aspect of any prize awarded in any contest.  

14. Only one person may enter any contest per written or electronic entry form. No "duos", groups, or teams will be allowed to enter together.
